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Abstract

This article examines the problem of teaching English to children with special educational
needs in an inclusive classroom using audiovisual methods. The relevance of the topic is
obycnoBneHa the active development of inclusive education in Kazakhstan. In accordance with
the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Education» (dated July 27, 2007 No. 319-lll, as
amended on June 26, 2021 No. 56-VII ZRK), equal opportunities are ensured for children with
special educational needs. According to the Ministry of Education of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, in the 2024-2025 academic year more than 230 thousand such children were
registered, and in 2025-2026 their number increased to 237 thousand[1]. According to UNICEF,
about 240 million children with disabilities live in the world[2].

The purpose of the study is to analyze the effectiveness of audiovisual tools (video
materials, flashcards and creative tasks) in teaching English, taking into account the
psychological and physiological characteristics of students. The study used methods of
observation, questionnaires, analysis of academic results and statistical data processing. The
obtained results showed an increase in students’ interest in learning English, expansion of
vocabulary and formation of basic communicative skills[3].
